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background

In 2008, the Faculty of Education/Te Kura Toi Tangata established a postgraduate study award for professional supervisors in recognition of their work in supporting the Faculty's counsellor education programmes and students, and as part of the Faculty's aim to continue fostering strong connections between the University of Waikato and community agencies.

The Professional Supervisor Postgraduate Study Award will be available to community agencies, supervisors in agencies, and private practitioners to help cover the costs for professional supervisors to undertake 500 (postgraduate) level taught papers offered by the Faculty of Education.

principles and definitions

1. The Study Award will be known as the Professional Supervisor Postgraduate Study Award.

2. A Professional Supervisor is defined as a counsellor/professional supervisor who provides professional supervision, or acts as the main source of professional support and guidance for student counsellors from the University of Waikato while they are on practicum placement in counselling agencies or schools.   

3. The Professional Supervisor Postgraduate Study Award is available to those agencies and private practices where professional supervisors are enrolled in at least one 30 point 500 level (postgraduate) level taught paper offered by the Faculty of Education in any one academic year.

4. The selection of the Study Awards will be made by a Selection Panel, chaired by the Deputy Dean, Faculty of Education, and including the Director of Counsellor Education Programmes.

5. Selection will be made on the basis of a) the extent that postgraduate study will enhance the candidate's development personally and professionally, and b) the extent that this study will enhance the professional goals of the candidate's place of work or community counselling agency.

6. Candidates are required to provide a one-page outline of their study intentions, with the endorsement of their manager where appropriate.

7. Each Award has a value of $800 per Professional Supervisor, per year.

8. The Award may be held in conjunction with any other scholarship or award.

10. All agencies, and individual applicants, will be advised in writing of the result of their application.
